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Making a Call

	Calling out to someone is as easy as 1-2-3.

1. Tap the PTT (push-to-talk) button to open the QuickTalk window.

2. Select the person to call.

3. Hold down the PTT button and begin talking when you hear the “chirp” sound.
Release the button to listen.

Once connected to someone, you can optionally return to your prior application at any time by tapping the on-screen “X” button or pressing the ESC key on the keypad. Then continue the conversation by holding down the PTT button to talk and releasing it to listen.
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Receiving a Call

	Receiving calls is automatic.

· A push-to-talk “connection” chirp indicates that someone has just established a voice connection with you and is about to start talking.

· There’s no need to open the QuickTalk window to talk back. Just hold down the PTT button to talk, and release it to listen.
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Hanging Up

	Disconnecting is simple.

To hang up just double-click the PTT button.

· There is no need to open the QuickTalk window to hang up.

· Only one person must hang up; both users will hear a beep indicating that the conversation has been disconnected.

· It is customary for the person who establishes the conversation to also disconnect it.

· If neither person hangs up, QuickTalk will disconnect the conversation automatically after 2 minutes of inactivity (configurable via QuickTalk settings).
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
